I said, "You can take a swing if you want to, but I'm not 

sure if that will solve the conflict."     

 

Just last week, Peak7Adventures of Spokane, Washington and Camp 

Bighorn collaborated with our Explore College students to take 4 groups 

containing a total of 32 inner city youth into the Wilderness of the 

Olympic National Park.   

 

These students cannot be placed in boxes.  They come from rescue 

missions and inner city drop in centers.  Some of these come from messed 

up families with parents enrolled in drug and alcohol rehab programs, and 

others without fathers living at home.  Some of our college students were 

some of the first young men who were able to model what it means to be a 

man for these students.   

 

The same student from above later told me he had a very difficult time in 

trusting men because of the poor example he had from his father.  This is 

what is so incredible about the wilderness:  time is spent and rapport is built 

so to affirm who God made as individuals, while also speaking truth into 

lives, even in the hard areas.  Most importantly, sharing the Good News of 

the Father who sent his Son.
